Late for Class?

We naturally encourage every student to be as punctual
as possible when attending classes. Coming late for class can
be a disruption to both the instructor and other students and
keeps classes from running as efficiently through the material as
possible. Also, the student who comes to class late will miss the
foundational training for the class that day. However, we
understand that occasionally students will be late because of
school, work, traffic or unforeseen delays. We also want to
encourage you that unless your extremely late (over 15
minutes ), we welcome you to class so that you can get as much
karate as possible. But there are a few things we would like you
to keep in mind when you come to class:

1) When you arrive, come out to class as quickly and as
quietly as possible.

2) Still get your student card and put the date on it (unless
an Instructor or Student Leader is able to take care of it for you.)

3 Place the student card on the front counter. The
mnstructor will mark it later.

4) Bow onto the mat, find an open area of the mat and join
in. If you are unsure how to join in, stand where the instructor
can see you and he/she will instruct you were to go.

Try not to make coming to class late as a habit, but do
not leave just because you are late. Years ago, my karate
instructor use to “punish” people for being late by having them
do push-ups or other types of exercises. But over time my
instructor realized that when people saw they were going to be
late, they would not come to class at all! We of course do not
want you to feel bad about coming to class late, because we
know that most people already feel bad when they are late. But
the above ideas will help you and the instructor in that rare time
when the unexpected happens. See you in class!
